Assignment Sheet 
Directions: Choose one assignment from Section A and one assignment from Section 
B. Each assignment is worth 20 marks .. You may, if you wish, choose 

an additional assignment from Section C. This is an enrichment assignment 
and worth a bonus 10 marks. The third assignment is not required. 
Section A: 
1. Draw a scene from the book and give a brief description of the action taking 
place. 
2. Draw the geographical setting of the novel, including Waknuk, Newf, Rigo, 
Wild Country, Fringes, Badlands, Blacklands, Sealand, and any other locations you 
feel are significant. 
3. Draw and colour one of the characters from the novel. Include a quote 
from the book describing this person. 
4. Make a 'Wanted" poster that may have been used to describe David, Rosalind, 
and Petra after they escaped. 
5. Draw a series of "thought-shapes" and explain their message. 
Section B: 
Choose one of the following topics and answer in a well-written, cohesive 
paragraph. Length should be approximately 350 words. 
1. What do all members of the 'group' have in common? To what extent can they 
be said to be chrysalids? Why are they feared by the others? 

4. Compare and contrast Waknuk and Sealand. 
5. Write (part of) a history of the world since Tribulation. 
6. Compare and contrast Spiderman's life in the Fringes to Joseph Strorm's life 
in Waknuk. 
7. Write an epilogue to the book from the point of view ofDavid, Petra, Rosalind, 
or Michael. 
Section C: 
Choose one of the following topics and answer in a well-organized paragraph for a 
bonus mark out of 10. 

1. In addition to The Chrvsalids being a moving story of young people growing up 
in a restricted society, this novel is parable of our own time - our own social 
system. Discuss. 

2. Compare the racial purity beliefs and laws of Nazi Germany with those of 
Waknuk. 
3. The author deals with the themes of prejudice, intolerance, and bigotry. Prove 
that the author is satirizing the people of Waknuk and ourselves by exposing these 
faults. Show how charity does not exist in such societies.
