[image: image1.emf]procedure for experiencing changes in sensations, perceptions, thoughts, 

feelings, or behaviors

manufactured or synthetic illegal drugs designed to produce psychoactive 

effects

says hypnosis is state of powerful social or personal influences and pressures 

to conform to suggestions

subjects under hypnosis being asked to return or regress to an earlier period, 

such as early childhood

drugs that produce strange and unreal perceptual, sensory, and cognitive 

experiences

drugs that increase activity of nervous system and result in heightened 

alertness, arousal and euphoria

dangerous drug that first produces arousal but then has calming effect [hint: 

it's legal!]

reduction in pain after hypnosis, suggestions that reduce anxiety and promote 

relaxation

drugs that increase the activity of the nervous system and result in heightened 

alertness and arousal

addictive drugs that come from the opium poppy, such as opium, morphine, 

heroin; highly addictive

not remembering what happened during hypnosis if hypnotist told you that 

you wouldn't

a mild stimulant that produces moderate physiological arousal; alertness, 

decreased fatigue

various methods to induce hypnosis, including asking subjects to close their 

eyes, go to sleep

painful physical and psychological symptoms that occur after drug-dependent 

person stops using drug

says hypnosis is a state during which a person experiences different 

sensations and feelings

original dose of drug no longer produces the desired effect, so person must 

take increasingly larger doses

a behavioral pattern marked by overwhelming and compulsive desire to use a 

drug; tendency to relapse

giving hypnotized subject an idea about performing a particular behavior upon 

coming out of hypnosis

change in nervous system so a person needs to take the drug to prevent 

painful withdrawal symptoms

experiencing sensations, perceiving stimuli, or performing behaviors from 

one's imagination
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
